Why the Friends and the Trust? 
 
When The Coppett Hill Common Trust  was 
founded in 1985. It was set up as a company, with 
shareholders having to be residents of the Parishes 
of Goodrich and Welsh Bicknor; this was done to 
ensure that the ownership and management of the 
Hill stayed firmly in local hands. 
 
The Parish and County Councils also contributed to 
the funds needed to buy the Hill and are 
themselves shareholders – but leave the day to day 
operations and forward planning to the local 
shareholders.  
 
Any resident of the Parishes can buy up to 5 
shares in the Trust and have a direct say in the 
management of the Hill – there are over 100 
shareholders and shares cost £100 each. 
 
 
 
The Friends of Coppett Hill  was set up in 1994 . 
Since that time, the Friends have been able to part-
fund several important environmental projects on 
the Hill. 
 
In addition to running social fund-raising events, the 
Friends have helped with the development of an 
archive of historical information on Coppett Hill, 
have produced guides and booklets about the Hill 
and have run guided walks. 
 
Most importantly the Friends, for a modest 
annual donation, allows those living outside 
Goodrich, as well as non-shareholders in the 
Parish, to become involved and informed about 
one of the most interesting and beautiful areas 
of the County of Herefordshire.

A few facts about the Hill and its Management 
 

· At 100 hectares, it is Herefordshire's largest 
Local Nature Reserve. 
 

· The Hill is a Common and some residents 
have 'Commoners Rights' to graze the hill 
and gather wood. 
 

· Almost all maintenance tasks are 
undertaken by volunteers – these range 
from path maintenance and scrub clearance 
to tree planting and coppicing. 

 
· Recent surveys show 350 different plant 

species growing on the Hill. The Hill is 
managed to encourage rare species of flora 
and fauna. 

 
· It is a key site for three endangered 

butterfly species, including the Pearl 
Bordered Fritillary; their habitat is actively 
managed and numbers are increasing. 

 
· The woodlands are actively managed, and 

coppicing of hazel has been re-introduced 
in selected areas. 
 

· Permissive footpaths have been 
established which run the length of the Hill 
and provide circular walks with superb 
views. Guides produced by the Friends are 
sold at local shops and Tourist Information 
Centres
